1. HEC National Digital Library (DL) is a programme to provide researchers 
within public and private universities in Pakistan and non-profit research and 
development organizations with access to international scholarly literature 
based on electronic (online) delivery, providing access to high quality, peer-
reviewed journals, databases, articles and e-Books across a wide range of 
disciplines.  

2. DL has launched ebrary and McGraw Hill  Collections to provide around 
50,000 online books in addition to more than 23,000 journals that have been 
made available through the Digital Library Programme. 

3. The e-books support programme will  allow researchers to access most of the 
important text and reference books electronically in a variety of subject areas.

} Medline  

} The Ovid MEDLINE database contains citations and author abstracts from more than 4,600 
journals in the medical sciences, published in the United States and in 70 other countries. 
Produced by the National Library of Medicine, it contains over 19 million citations. Although 
coverage is worldwide, most records are derived from English - language sources or have 
English abstracts. Coverage (including OLDMEDLINE) extends from 1950.  

} PubMed 

} PubMed, a free service of the National Library of Medicine (U.S.), provides access to over 19 
million MEDLINE citations back to the mid - 1960s plus additional life science journals. PubMed 
includes links to many sites providing full text articles and other related resources.  

} ScienceDirect  

} HEC Database.ScienceDirect  is a database that contains the full text of more than 1800 Elsevier 
Science journals, as well as citations and abstracts of other journals. Over 2000 peer - reviewed 
journals are indexed. Subject coverage emphasises  the life, medical, technical, and physical 
sciences.  

} Scopus 

} HEC Database .Scopus is a multidisciplinary abstract and citation database. Over 16,000 peer -
reviewed journals in the scientific, technical, medical and social science fields, from more than 
4,000 international publishers are covered. Also indexed are open access journals, conference 
proceedings, book series and trade publications, as well as patent records from 5 patent 
offices. It also provides citation analysis of authors and subject areas.  

} Web of Science  

} Web of Science consists of 3 citation databases containing information from thousands of 
scholarly journals in all areas of research. The databases contain the references cited by the 
authors of the journal articles they cover. The cited references can be used as search terms, 
allowing a published work to be used to find other, later works that cite it. In addition, the 
databases can be searched by topic, author, source title, and address.
